COVID-19 RESTRICTIONS 
With the Victorian Government starting to ease restrictions, the Choir is looking at how to proceed 

for the next few months. We hope to be able to have small groups back at Ringwood soon, possibly 

around the time that schools return (although the regulations governing our activities are different, 

as we are not a school).  
 

One challenge will be how we put on performances, since it is likely to be quite some time before 

concert halls are allowed to be filled – according to some estimates, not until after a vaccine has 

been made available. However, our first challenge will be to return to rehearsals at Ringwood, and 

our primary concern will be to ensure the health and safety of all boys and staff. 
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Through the foresight of the Board from 20 and 30 years ago, we are very fortunate to have such 

large premises available, with space for adequate social distancing. We hope to have further 

information in next week’s Circular.
