**NEW** TERM 4 FEES 
Term 4 invoices which will be issued next week, will include a discount of 25% for Tuition Fees. This is 
to recognise that because of COVID lockdowns, we have been forced to provide Zoom rehearsals 
during much of Term 3 and will commence Term 4 in the same format. We are hopeful that with 
increased vaccination levels in the community, Term 4 will see the current lockdown eased and 
rehearsals return to our Ringwood studios.    
The discount is less than we allowed last year, but in 2020 we were able to access the Government`s 
Jobkeeper and other subsidies to help defray our operating costs which have remained constant 
during lockdowns.  This year, the Jobkeeper subsidy was available for only the first quarter, so we are 
largely reliant on fee income to cover our costs, especially as income from other sources such as 
performances and fundraising has been negligible. We would therefore appreciate it if you could 
settle your invoice by the due date.
